COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
The Brawley Union High School English 2 program conducts a year long survey of literary works from the genres of fiction, non-fiction, drama, and poetry. All 10th grade students will gain exposure to various selections from the state adopted curriculum, Pearson Literature: California Reading and Language.  In addition, students will be expected to read beyond the classroom, compose formal essays, and deliver formal presentations. The 10th grade year of English prepares students for the California High School Exit Exam, English-Language Arts California Standards Tests, and Advanced Placement courses. This curriculum is fully aligned to the California Common Core State Standards. 

CLASS RULES:
1. FOLLOW DIRECTIONS.

2. BRING BLUE OR BLACK PEN, PENCIL, BINDERS OR NOTEBOOKS, READER’S NOTEBOOKS, AND HOMEWORK TO EACH CLASS. 

3. NO FOOD, DRINK, OR GUM IN CLASSROOM.

4. NO OBSCENITIES, PUT DOWNS, OR TEASING.

5. REMAIN IN YOUR SEAT THROUGHOUT CLASS PERIOD. 
6. FOLLOW ALL SCHOOL RULES, INCLUDING THE RULE FOR ELECTRONIC DEVICES: IPods, MP3 players, PDAs, etc. ARE NOT allowed on school grounds.  If you bring these items to school, they will be confiscated and turned in to the Discipline Office.  Cell phones are to be turned off and put away.  If they are out, they will also be confiscated.

DESCRIPTION OF GRADE COMPONENTS:
1.
Classwork/ Homework/ Participation is essential to learning.  In order for students to meet this  

       requirement, students must be present in class, must come to class prepared, must listen intently, 

must diligently take notes, must participate in class discussion, must be able to work both 
cooperatively and independently, and must ALWAYS put forth effort. All homework assignments 
should be written down in a daily agenda or on a Homework Assignment Sheet.  All assigned 
work is due at the beginning of class on the due date. 
2. Beyond the Classroom Reading significantly improves a student’s reading comprehension,  

vocabulary, and writing and can foster a lifelong appreciation for reading for pleasure and information.  Each student will be required to read selections from the Reality Central book. Teachers will discuss reading assignments with their classes and work on various activities.  This will be worth 10% of their grade.

3. Writing Formal Essays will be required at the end of each literary genre unit.  These essays are typed in size 12 Times New Roman or Arial font, double-spaced, and must adhere to all other Modern Language Association (MLA) guidelines.  All steps of the writing process must be followed, including a rough draft and final draft.  An evaluation rubric will be given to student prior to the start of the essay and will be used by the teacher to determine grade. These essays will focus on the 6 + 1 traits of writing. This will help students prepare for the CAHSEE Exam.  
4. Presentations/Projects will be given in class in order for students to practice their academic English oral skills.  Projects may include collages, demonstration speeches, debates, power point presentations, 
etc.  Guidelines, including a rubric, for each project will be provided. 

5. Selection Tests are used to assess progress toward mastery of standards and will be administered after each literary selection.  Tests may be multiple-choice and/or short essay.  
6. Final Exams are given with each literary genre unit (i.e., Fiction, Nonfiction, Poetry, Drama, etc.) and are multiple-choice and may include writing.
