Contract to Enroll in AP Courses 
 
Students (and their parent/Guardian) who wish to take an Advanced Placement course must sign 
the following contract in order to be enrolled. 
 
Brawley Union High School is committed to providing an environment in which all students 
have equal access to all classes, including Advanced Placement and Honors classes.  AP courses 
are college level courses, where students can potentially earn college credit and an extra grade 
point.  Honors courses are accelerated high school courses, where students can earn an extra 
grade point. 
 
Students and parent/guardian should read and sign below that you have read this contract. 
1. I recognize that participation in AP classes requires me to demonstrate increased student 

independence, take on a high degree of responsibility, and meet higher standards than 
students in regular courses to earn the same grade.   

2. I commit to completing all assignments outlined by the teacher throughout the year, 
including any required summer work, on time and in an exemplary manner, and it is my 
responsibility to seek additional assistance from my teacher when I need it.   

3. I understand that class attendance is extremely important, and I will have no 
unexcused/unverified absences.   

4. I commit to remain enrolled in the AP classes I have chosen for the entire year.  While 
transfer to a regular class may be granted, the following policy will be applied:   

a. Students will be permitted to transfer only during the first two weeks of class on a 
space available basis. 

b. Grades earned in the AP class will follow students to the regular class. 
5. I understand that Universities expect that a student enrolled in an Advanced Placement 

course will take the corresponding AP Exam.  Funding support for this exam may be 
available for students demonstrating financial need.   

6. I agree to be academically honest and personally complete all assignments without 
plagiarism and/or cheating.
